Christ Faith Home provides protection and
temporary shelter abandoned, deserted women
those who are being enforced into prostitution, those
who, as a result of family tension or discord, are
made to leave their homes, in the society because
of their family conditions, marital disputes, sexually
harassed , problem of re-adjustment in the family or
society, Victims of mental mal-adjustment,
emotional disturbances and social ostracism, Those
who escape from their homes due to family
problems, mental/physical torture and need shelter,
psychiatric treatment and counseling for their
rehabilitation and re- adjustment in family/ society.
Many cases have been successfully resolved and
prevented the long and never ending legal battles
which are yet other traumatic experience for the
women.
Girls between the age group of 15 to 35 years
should be given preference. Children accompanying
the mother or born in the Institution may be
permitted to, stay in the Home only Lip to the age of
7 years, after which they may be transferred to little
flower.

Success Story

Mrs. Devika was transferred from Rehoboth to our
Christ faith home on 29-June-2010.At the time of
her admission she was mentally ill. Though given up
by her parents, she went under physiatrist treatment
for mental illness and counseling to correct her
behavior.Later her family members were also given
counseling how to handle Devika with love.
